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Notes for tutors

· Maximum 6-8 students per group, which in Phase 3 are divided into two or three small groups.
· This activity can be integrated into an autonomous learning portfolio or can be organised with full or partial tutor supervision. 
· It can work for disciplines such as history, journalism, society and culture or Spanish language. 

· The activity can incorporate team work skills and reflection on professional relevance of the task in an explicit way if desired. This activity can be particularly useful for those interested in the cultural production sector or wanting to carry out any paid or unpaid activity in the future that requires pulling out the combined effort of different people. The following skills can be covered: research, summarising, relating facts to concepts, commercial/audience awareness, project-management, time-management, communication, team-work (being considerate and engaging with others, being sensitive and responsive to others’ feelings, learning from others and rectifying when needed) etc.
· There are different components to this task that can be removed according to the level or needs of your students. Some of the options given to students, such deciding the audience can be narrowed down, eliminated or widened. 
· Additional support can be built in within the task. For instance, you can give them the links to look at for the Phase 1.

· The order can also be altered. For instance, some tutors may prefer to introduce the discovery process of the historic context as a group activity or as an individual activity to carry out by the small groups afterwards. 
· Phase 3 can be done through discussion boards. 

Task for students 

Imagine that you are members of an editorial team. You have to prepare, as a team, a written introduction to the audio clip below, in Spanish or in English. 
The written introduction is meant to appear in a website alongside the link to the clip or in a separate text file attached to it. 
The maximum length of the text is 400 words. 80 words for summary or abstract and 420 words for the main text, which can be accessed by those who want to read more about it by clicking the “read full introduction” link under the abstract. 

Phase 1 (Individual work) 
1. Listen to the clip (and read the script if necessary) 

2. (Optional) Find information about what was happening in Spain and the rest of the world at the time (s) referred in this person’s narration. 

3. (Optional) Make a list of 15 words or short ideas that appear in the response that are essential to understand it. 

4. (Optional) Make a list of 5 words or short ideas that are not explicit in the conversation but that you can think of after having listened carefully the interview. “understanding your past makes you happier”.   

Phase 2 (Plenary) 
1. Meet your group, present discuss your findings and experiences in Phase 1 
2. The group must choose one or more target audiences for their introduction. The interview itself may be unsuitable or unattractive for some of these groups, so please choose carefully.

3. The group must agree on what points you would like to cover in your text. This includes discussing and deciding how much information about the history of Spain, about the interviewee’s circumstances or about the topic of migration is needed. 
The discussion must be informed by the perceived needs and expectations of the targeted audiences. The group will also discuss the type of language used. For instance, if it is a general audience from the UK, the language must be relatively simple and a lot of historic context should be given, as they may not be as familiar with the history or with that type of migration experiences as a Spanish audience.
Phase 3 (Small groups) 

Divide yourselves into 2 or 3 groups and work on a draft. It is recommended that you agree first on the long text. Please make sure that you decide in advance how to go about this task but that you are flexible enough to change the way you are working if needed.
Phase 4 (Plenary) 
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1. Students read and present their drafts to the other groups. 

2. Recommendations are made by students and tutors. 

3. Students and tutor to discuss the relevance of skills put into practice in the world of work
4. One or more of them can be published if desired. 
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
