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Week 2: Constantine




Constantine’s decision to convert to and promote Christianity in the opening decades of the fourth century had far-reaching consequences. In this seminar we aim to discuss why he did it, whether he really knew what he was doing and what the consequences were. 
Questions to consider:
1. What are our sources for Constantine’s conversion and why are they difficult to use?

2. Is it possible to explain Constantine’s conversion in terms of the political advantages he could gain from it? Did Constantine really believe in Christianity?

3. What did Constantine do to promote the new religious order in the Empire?

4. Would the Empire have become Christian without Constantine? (Please will everyone come prepared to defend both sides of this argument).
