Instructions for Students
Introduction

This is a set of three Additional Tasks that you need to incorporate in your Artist’s Sketchbook. Each task should take you approximately 

Task 1
Working with Dance Images
Instructions

For this task you need to find two images of dancers on the internet. One image should feature only one figure and the other a group of figures/bodies. To prepare for the studio session, think about and write a few notes on: 

· how the dancers might have entered into these positions or exited them;
· what their relationship is to the photographer/audience of the piece (are they looking at the camera? looking away?)

Include these images in your Artist’s Sketchbook (remember to reference your sources). 

Task 2
Reflection on Duets 
Instructions

For this task you need to find two videos of two duets that are different in style, quality and concept. Include these images in your Artist’s Sketchbook (remember to reference your sources). Examine the videos and reflect in writing considering the following aspects:

· how do the dancers of each duet share space and time? What are the compositional principles of each duet in terms of the use of space and time?

· is there any touch or weight-sharing involved in each one of the duets? Is there any unison or shared movement material between the dancers? If so, what is the purpose of the touch, weight-sharing, unison or shared material?

· how would you describe the relationship between the two dancers in each duet? 
Include these videos in your Artist’s Sketchbook (remember to reference your sources). 

Task 3

Reflection on Readings
Instructions

For this task you need to find two sections from two different readings from the Resource list, which propose different ideas or approaches you could use for your duet choreography. One of these passages you will agree with or find similar to your way of thinking, and the other should be an approach you don't feel so familiar with or that is quite different from your way or creating choreography. Write a brief response to each author presenting them with your views on their idea(s).

Include these passages in your Artist’s Sketchbook (remember to reference your sources). 
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
